Dos and Don’ts Checklist for Composite Return (CR PV) Payment Voucher 
Payments can be made electronically on the Georgia Tax Center (GTC) gtc.dor.ga.gov/ . 

Use a payment voucher with a valid scanline.

Complete this voucher if you owe taxes.

Remember payments of $10,000 or more must be made electronically.

Remember if the due date falls on a weekend or holiday, the tax shall be due on the next day that is not a 
weekend or holiday.
